Fees
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Tickets are now on sale for our school show.  £6.50 adult & £5.50 OAP/child under 14yrs.  Dresser tickets for parents dressing their children are £3.50 and must be purchased before the show.
Dress rehearsal went very well and gave the children a chance to familiarize themselves with the stage.  A few things regarding costumes and make up:-
Finale – Hair must be back in a classical bun secured with clips and a crotchet bun net all wispy bits of hair should be gelled or sprayed back.  Knickers or vests must not be worn underneath leotards.  White belts or medal belts should be worn.
Make up is essential under stage lighting, not many pupils were wearing enough or any make up!!  Blue eye shadow and red lipstick must be worn by all performing.  Pupils should also wear black eyeliner on the lids.  Only very young pupils are allowed not to wear eyeliner Grade 1 and above should be wearing it.
I have entered our show for the display award for The British Arts. The whole show will be judged on the basis of how it compares to a professional show, everything from the music/costume/lighting/entertainment etc. will be judged.
Prelims British Arts is a competition organized by schools throughout England and overseas countries.  Preliminary sessions are held locally and semifinals are held in Staines and other areas and the Finals in London.  
Competitors must gain an Honours mark to go through to the semifinals then a merit certificate to be placed on the finals selection list the 3 highest marks in the section then go through to the finals.  Children are entered in solo, duet, & group sections in various genres.  The British Arts charge a fee for items to be entered in the 1st round.
