Fees
A reminder that fees are due on the 1st lesson back of the term.  Then every 1st Tuesday/Saturday of the month for monthly payers.  Please remember that termly payers receive a 10% discount and monthly a 5% discount this is only if fees are paid in full on time.  The discount will automatically be taken away if fees are not received on time; it is not fair to other parents who pay their fees on time.  A number of monthly payers are still paying fees rather late in the month.  I am afraid that interest will now be charged weekly to the monthly fees if they are not paid on time.  I am sorry to have to do this but the school has to pay for its commitments and it is unfair to all the parents that do pay on time.  A lot of parents do pay by standing order now so if any monthly/temly payers would like to set this up please speak to Ms Rowena a discount is still given.
If your child no longer requires a class place then 1 month’s written notice must be given.  If this is not given then the whole months fees will be payable.  Please do give this notice in writing verbally is not acceptable.  If you are planning to cancel your daughters class place please do not cancel the place during the start of term please cancel the place before then.  It is most annoying for myself and other teachers to plan show numbers with pupils in and choreograph them then to find out they actually will not be there!
School Show 
The school show is an event where the whole school comes together to perform a number of dances in front of an audience and there is an annual presentation of medals and awards.  Due to bad weather our show was in January this year, it is usually held during December.  A number of parents actually preferred the show during January and it worked very well to a high standard.  This will be the same our show will be during January 2012 at Lampton School on the 14th January 2012.  Dress rehearsal is on the 9th December 2011 again at Lampton School.
Any pupil can partake in solos or duets, also class groups.  From time to time certain pupils maybe chosen to perform a group together by a teacher’s desecration.

When choreographing your dance have a proper starting position and ending position
Make sure you use your space /Dances should have proper costumes.  Tu tu’s for ballet and an appropriate costume for Tap & Modern depending on the music used.
Pupils will need to learn their dances well so they can perform them unaided by teachers.  A little help maybe given with younger pupils.
In September there will be a book where all dances should be entered Name, title etc.  The book will close at the end of September.  Dances should then be ready to show Ms Rowena/Miss Kimberly by 1st week of November any dances that are not finished in full will not be able to be performed.
If anyone would like to perform a dance but are unsure as to what to do please see Ms Rowena or Miss Kimberly who will be happy to help.
Tap Classes
Junior Tap Class – Tuesdays 6pm – 6.30pm if anyone would like to join please speak to Ms Rowena.  The class started 2 terms ago and pupils in the class have picked up the tap very well.  Children from the age of 5yrs upwards can join the class.
