British Arts Awards Competitions

This is an annual competition, where lots of dancing schools take part throughout the country.  Semi finals are held in various places, and finals are usually held in London.  Sometimes semi finals are during school time - this will depend on the student’s age.  Students must gain Honours to go through to the semi finals, and then gain a special merit (85% or over) to be placed on the finals selection list.  The top 3 marks in each age group then go through to the finals.

Dance 2008

This is R.J.A.D.’s annual school show, which is one of the most important events in the year.  All students must attend the show because at the end there is a Grande Finale with a presentation of annual awards won.  At the show the students have the opportunity to choreograph their own dances: a solo, duet, or group.  Depending on their age etc they are put into categories and given time limits for their dances.  The show is usually judged by a panel of 3 adjudicators that award bronze, silver, or gold medals to solo items choreographed by the students themselves.   Points are awarded to duet items choreographed by the students or an older student, Junior Student Teacher, Head girl/Student Teacher or Miss Rowena.  In September there is a book where all show dances must be entered. Title, name etc.

Group Dances

When group dances are choreographed for the show, please note that they are choreographed with the full number of students in the class.  It is most inconvenient to both the teacher and other students when one student decides to leave.  When choreography is started a commitment from the students is required and expected.

Age Groups: the age of the student on the 1st of September determines which group they fall into.

6yrs under Baby 2minutes max solo/2 minutes 30 seconds max duet

7-9yrs Junior
2 minutes max solo/2 minutes 30 seconds max duet

10-12yrs Intermediate 2 minutes 30 seconds solo/ 3 minutes duet

13-15yrs Senior 2 minutes 30 seconds solo/ 3 minutes duet

16yrs over Advanced 3 minutes solo/ 3 minutes duet

Costumes

Costumes are worn for all solo, duet, & group dances.  So that costumes remain the same they are made by a professional dressmaker or ordered from a catalogue.  Costumes can work out to be quite costly so it is a good idea to save some money up if possible around the show time.

Exams

The school follows The British Arts syllabi & also Miss Rowena teaches the ISTD (Imperial Society of Teacher’s Dancing) to selected students.  Exams are taken and medal tests for Tap & Modern.  

Notice Board

It is very important that you read the notice board that will now always be up in the foyer of the hall every lesson.  Also please keep past letters in a safe place so you will know when dates etc are for events.

Fees

These are payable to Mrs.R.J.Moore ON THE FIRST SATURDAY OF EACH MONTH/TERM/WEEK.  Please remember that if you pay termly there is a 10% reduction, & monthly a 5% reduction * note that this is on all dance types taken e.g. Tap & Modern only one deduction not a 10% on Tap & a 10% on Modern.

Fees should be given to Maureen Crosby who will be in the kitchen, Maureen is at class each 1st Saturday of the month & also at class in the middle of the month from 8.55am-10.30am.  

Please remember that if your child does not wish to attend a class any more, one month’s notice will be required in writing.  If this is not given then the whole term’s fees will then be payable.

Please note that fees should be paid whether or not a student attends class. The only time that fees will be excused are if an annual 2 week holiday falls within term time, or a student is seriously ill e.g. in hospital or has broken a limb. (This does not include colds etc)

R.J.A.D. Teachers/Student Teachers/Junior Student Teachers

Miss Kimberly our Head girl/Student Teacher teaches classes under the guidance of Miss Rowena. Junior Student Teacher, Jasmine Gill also teaches and helps on Saturday mornings under Miss Rowena’s guidance.   
It is at the complete discretion of Miss Rowena as to whether a student will take an exam and if a student will progress into the next class.  Miss Rowena always has the student’s best interests at heart and it is not good to push a student if they are not ready for an exam or medal test or any other type of dance.  It is class etiquette that Miss Rowena & our Head girl/Student Teacher is address by pupils of all ages as Miss.

Head girl/Student Teacher 

The Head girl of the school is someone who is an “all rounder” a student/student teacher who is able to give Miss Rowena support and help whenever needed.  The head girl is chosen by Miss Rowena.

Junior Student/Teachers

These are senior students who are interested in teaching and maybe progressing through a teacher’s course in Classical Ballet.  They teach and help.  Any senior student can become a Junior Student Teacher.

If you are interested please speak to Miss Rowena.

Grooming /Class Etiquette

It is normal practice in most dancing schools not to permit any spectators during classes.  This disturbs the students and the teacher trying to teach the class.  Students will only learn and progress if they have 100% concentration.  Parents will, however, be invited to watch from time to time - a notice will be displayed.  When parents are allowed to watch, please come into the hall and watch from the front.

Students coming in and out for classes should do so quickly and quietly so as not to disturb the next class.  Please ensure that you arrive in plenty of time for your class. Lateness can result in a student not taking exams if they miss valuable work at the beginning of a class.  The students’ classes are most important and Miss Rowena and the teaching staff can only teach at their best if there is no noise and no disturbance. 

· Students are accepted to attend R.J.A.D. on the condition that they are not dancing at another dancing school.  (Obviously classes at school and theatre groups are an exception) Students must not be training at 2 different schools for a number of reasons.

· If a student is coming from another school, they may need a private lesson to determine which class they should go into.

· I would like to feel that parents could contact me at any time; I do not like being disturbed during class but am available on a Saturday morning 5 minutes before each class. I would appreciate it if parents would come directly to me to ask any questions or to voice any concerns they might have; I will always try to resolve them in the best possible way.
